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VALET goes out. GARCIN is by himself. He sits down; then gets up, goes to the bell and
presses the button. The bell remains silent. He tries two or three times, without success.
Then he tries to open the door, also without success.
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GARCIN calls VALET several times (shouting "Hey" or something similar) but gets no result.
He beats the door with his fists, still calling. Suddenly he grows calm and sits down again.
@ At the same moment the door opens and INEZ enters, followed by the VALET.
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Turning to INEZ
INEZ says nothing
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
